The Career Development program provides financial assistance to professional artists 

wishing to enhance their practice through travel, study and promotion. This flexible program 

has four separate components: 

 

1. Arts by Invitation provides assistance for travel and accommodation to present work 

by invitation in established arts events.  

2. Artist in Residence is designed to support participation in residency opportunities of 

three months or less. 

3. Professional Development provides assistance to pursue short- or long-term studies or 

mentorships. 

4. Professionalization and Promotion provides assistance for professional services to 

better promote an artist’s work and practice.
